The Home Farming Program will be officially launched at the AgriteQ 2018 event, 
focused on partnering with farmers to help create a sustainable business, from seed 
to shelf, around the farming of potatoes, mint, cucumbers, beans, watercress, 
eggplant, lettuce, coriander, green onions, chilli, chilli, and parsley.

Applicants will benefit from the QDB investment team’s training, insights, and 
technical support, following which successful entrepreneurs will be provided with a 
maximum of QAR 70.000 for greenhouse construction, irrigation equipment and 
tools, water desalination units for agriculture, and other new technologies to improve 
agricultural production. Financial conditions are a profit ratio of 1%, with a maximum 
financing period of up to 4 years, and a grace period of up to 6 months.
